BYOD purchasing gqguide for Campbel]l Hi

The recommended BYOD device for Campbell High is a Chromebook. This is because there is guaranteed com-
patibility with the ACT government school wifi network and full compatibility with the Google Apps for
Education (GAFE) learning management system.

Chromebooks can be easily purchased online from a number of Australian vendors. If you need help to find a
Chromebook do a Google search using the following search term:

AU: Chromebook

You should be able to find a number of Chromebooks at suitable prices. The expected price range for new
school appropriate Chromebooks are between $250-$350. If you prefer to purchase a Chromebook or BYOD
device at a store; the following specifications are considered the minimum requirement to be used at Campbell
High School:
